Suggested Letter to the UK Prime Minister

Dear Prime Minister, 
 

I am extremely concerned about the out of control and massive flood of Muslim Migrants into Europe, many of whom will probably eventually end up in the United Kingdom. It has already been widely reported in the media that there has been a sharp increase in sexual assaults on women and children in various European countries including Germany, Denmark and Sweden, as a result of this mass influx of Muslim migrants. 

This mass migration will also result in a huge increase in demand for already very limited and stretched public services. Politicians both in Europe and the UK have given little or no thought to the really far-reaching consequences of allowing such massive Muslim migration. They have also done little to strongly pressure the many Islamic countries to take in the Muslim migrants instead of simply leaving this problem to the West to deal with.    

The best and most compassionate solution is for the Islamic countries to take responsibility for settling the Muslim migrants. Germany’s open-door policy has triggered a massive Islamic stampede for Europe, making the migrant crisis even much worse and increasing the likelihood that many more migrants and their children will die, because a much larger number of migrants are now attempting the dangerous crossings to Europe. 
Such mass migration also has far-reaching security implications. The so-called Islamic State in Iraq and Syria (ISIS) has publicly stated that it intends to smuggle 

 its fighters into Europe posing as refugees. A greatly expanded Muslim community in Europe also means that there will be so many more potential recruits to Islamic extremism and terrorism in the West. 

What actions are you and your government taking to protect the United Kingdom from massive Muslim migration and the far-reaching consequences of such mass migration, such as those that I have mentioned above? 

I urge you and your government to take firm and effective measures to prevent a massive influx of Muslim migrants into the UK and to put very strong pressure on the Islamic world to accept their responsibility to take in the Muslim migrants.

I am also deeply concerned that you have publicly declared your support for Turkey joining the European Union. 

I have been informed that in October 2015 Turkey’s President told EU leaders that he would use the current migrant crisis to “try to force Turkey’s entry into the EU”, the Daily Express reported (8 March 2016). He said that if the EU wanted co-operation with Turkey on the migrant crisis, nothing short of full EU membership would do. 

Turkey has about 75 million people, 97% of whom are Muslims. An estimated 19 million Turks live in poverty and they would probably be the first to move en masse into Western Europe if Turkey obtains EU membership.

Writing for the Express on 8 March this year, Ross Clark commented on Turkey’s EU membership that, “…….it would set off a flood of migration that would make the existing stream look like a trickle.” 

He reported that you said in an address to the Turkish parliament in 2010: “I’m here to make the case for Turkey’s membership of the EU, and to fight for it.” Clark added that you have said nothing since to suggest that you have changed your mind regarding this. 

Both major threats to Europe’s peace, stability and prosperity, of flooding it with many millions of Muslim migrants, are being facilitated by the European Union and its freedom of travel between EU member states. 

I very strongly urge you to completely refrain from supporting Turkey’s membership of the European Union, which will bring in even much larger numbers of Muslim migrants into Europe and the UK, than we are now experiencing. 

I ask that you instead vigorously oppose Turkey’s EU membership, as a matter of urgency.
