tin Welby, gave a strong challenge to
the ‘great and good’ gathered for the
Queen’s funeral in Westminster Abbey.

He was uncompromising in acknowl-
edging Jesus as God and the way to salva-
tion, in front of around 100 world leaders
of all faiths and none, and representa-
tives from a range of Christian denomi-
nations.

He also made it clear that truly great
leaders follow the Queen’s example of
servant leadership, while she in turn was
able to serve her people for decades be-
cause she followed Christ. Her famous
prayer at the age of just 21 in which she
pledged herself to serve her people all
her life has been repeated frequently on
the airwaves since her death on 8 Sep-
tember.

“In 1953 the Queen began her Corona-
tion with silent prayer, just there at the
High Altar. Her allegiance to God was
given before any person gave allegiance
to her. Her service to so many people in
this nation, the Commonwealth and the
world, had its foundation in her following
Christ — God himself — who said that he
‘came not to be served but to serve and to
give his life as a ransom for many’...

“Her late Majesty’s broadcast during
Covid lockdown ended with: ‘We will
meet again’ — words of hope from a song
of Vera Lynn. Christian hope means cer-
tain expectation of something not yet
seen. Christ rose from the dead and of-
fers life to all, abundant life now and life
with God in eternity.”

The pattern for all who serve God - fa-
mous or obscure, respected or ignored —
is that death is the door to glory...”

He also declared that the new King had
the same faith as his mother, although
some dispute this in the light of some of
the former Prince’s declarations.

But the Archbishop said: ‘Jesus — who
in our reading does not tell his disciples
how to follow, but who to follow — said:
‘T am the way, the truth and the life.’
Her late Majesty’s example was not set
through her position or her ambition, but
through whom she followed. I know his
Majesty shares the same faith and hope
in Jesus Christ as his mother; the same
sense of service and duty.”

“We will all face the merciful judge-
ment of God: we can all share the Queen’s
hope which in life and death inspired her
servant leadership. Service in life, hope
in death. All who follow the Queen’s ex-
ample, and inspiration of trust and faith
in God, can with her say: ‘We will meet
again.”

Undoubtedly, the Queen herself aided
and abetted Welby in his desire to share

have pointed out that the Archbishop did
not explain that Jesus died for our sins,
was crucified and rose from the dead.
Nonetheless, the Queen’s own confidence
in Christ’s provision of safe passage to
heaven was clear as the choir sang, ‘I
am the resurrection and the life’, before
the Prime Minister’s Bible reading from
John chapter 14: “In my Father’s house
are many mansions: if it were not so, I
would have told you. I go to prepare a
place for you.”

Then in ‘Love Divine, All Loves Excel-
ling’ came the words: “Changed from glo-
ry into glory, till in heaven we take our
place, till we cast our crowns before thee,
lost in wonder, love, and praise!”

Another reading, from 1 Corinthians
15, asked: “O death, where is thy sting?”

No one can have been in doubt that the
Queen was sharing the Christian hope
with her nation and the world through
her death, just as she had through her
life.

PERMANENT DIY ABORTION

The at-home abortion system
that was set up during the Cov-
id-19 pandemic has been made
permanent despite safety con-
cerns.

Women in England and Wales
under ten weeks pregnant can
now be sent both pills needed
for a termination after a phone
consultation. Scotland already
provided the service.

The new law stipulates that
doctors must record details
of the consultation. However,
pro-life campaigners say the
system is still unsafe for wom-
en as well as, of course, being
lethal for the unborn child.
Because there is no in-person
consultation, there is no way to
verify the gestation of the baby.

According to Right to Life,
the British Pregnancy Advi-
sory Service, the UK’s largest
abortion provider, sent abor-

The UK government’s right
to take over abortion ser-
vices in Northern Ireland
is disputed by pro-life cam-
paigners, who have secured
a hearing at the Court of Ap-
peal in November.

Earlier this year the High
Court ruled that the Secre-
tary of State had the power
to impose abortion rights in
Northern Ireland, but the
Society for the Protection of
Unborn Children is challeng-
ing that on the grounds that
abortion is a devolved issue

in the province.

COLLEGE BANS

Cambridge University’s Fit-
zwilliam College cancelled a
Christian group’s conference
because of its beliefs about
marriage.

The event for students and
young Christian profession-
als, organised by the Wilber-
force Academy, was defended
at the High Court in Septem-
ber by lawyers for Christian
Concern, which has run the
Wilberforce Academy for over
a decade.

The High Court was told
that the college banned the
conference because the or-
ganisers do not support same-
sex marriage. Christian Con-
cern’s lawyers argued that
Fitzwilliam College acted un-
lawfully and breached its duty
to free speech under the Edu-
cation Act 1986. Furthermore,

SACKED SCHOOL
CHAPLAIN CASE
GOES TO TRIBUNAL

Last June we reported on the
Christian  school chaplain
branded a “risk to children”
by a Church of England school,
just because of a sermon that
sensitively presented the An-
glican Church’s own teaching
on marriage.

Now the Rev Dr Bernard
Randall’s case is being heard
at the East Midlands Employ-
ment Tribunal in Nottingham,
which began on 5 September.

In 2019, Rev Randall spoke
at Trent College in Long Eaton
near Nottingham, suggesting it
was OK for children to question
the school’s LGBT+ policies
and to hold traditional views
on marriage, sex and gender
identity. He was dismissed for
“gross misconduct”.

He told Premier News: “I was
told by the safeguarding team
at Derby Diocese that my ser-
mon and my views, based on C
of E teaching, could potential-
ly cause someone anxiety, as if
that is abuse. If the Church of
England believes that its own
teaching based on the Bible is
a safeguarding risk, then what
does this say about what state
it’s in?”

Rev Randall’s case is being
supported by the Christian
Legal Centre.

Many have been reassured by the new King’s statements of faith in the

immediate aftermath of his mother’s death, but his track record em-
braces interfaith, evolution and radical climate change measures

made this statement without King
Charles’s approval: “I know His Maj-
esty shares the same faith and hope in
Jesus Christ as his mother; the same
sense of service and duty.”

And in his broadcast to the nation
after the Queen’s death, the new King
said his own faith was “deeply rooted”
in the Church of England and promised
that “throughout the remaining time
God grants me” he would “uphold the
constitutional principles at the heart of
our nation”.

However, it seems the King may not
ascribe to the core Christian belief that
Jesus alone is the only way to salvation.
Might he compromise on interfaith mat-
ters?

According to Ian Bradley, emeritus
professor of cultural and spiritual his-
tory at the University of St Andrews,
the Queen was able to “embrace the in-
terfaith society that Britain became in
her reign without surrendering her own
Christian commitment...Charles shares
his mother’s faith and devotion, though
it has a slightly different complexion -
perhaps more naturally high church,
with a particular affinity for and inter-
est in eastern Orthodox Christianity.”

Intercessors for Britain pointed out
that interfaith prayers were included in
the service of reflection held in Llandaff
Cathedral on 16 September, three days
before the Queen’s state funeral. The
Secretary General of the Muslim Coun-
cil of Wales said a prayer in the service.
They add: “We’re not sure who was be-
hind the decision.”

Evangelicals also wondered about the
King’s awareness of the book of Reve-
lation after he endorsed the enormous
model ‘Birmingham bull’ that formed
the centrepiece of this summer’s Com-
monwealth Games ceremonies. This
was seen as a satanic symbol, similar
to the European Parliament’s statue
of ‘Europa’ riding a bull - Zeus in dis-
guise. The bull or ‘beast’ appears in the
book of Revelation where it is ridden by
a woman and worshipped; in Birming-
ham a woman rode it, while dancers
‘worshipped’ it. Prince Charles drove
into the ceremony in his Aston Martin.

Economic Forum (WEF) and its influen-
tial founder, Prof Klaus Schwab.

Ostensibly laudable aims, but a de-
parture from tradition; monarchs are
not usually keen on militaristic finan-
cial revolutions and the WEF’s globalist
aims are very different to those of an
independent democracy with a centu-
ries-old Judeo-Christian heritage.

Abortion

Liz Truss has a lamentable record on
abortion and also voted to introduce
three-parent babies in 2016.

However, there are quite a few cab-
inet members who have a generally
pro-life voting record. Dr Thérese
Coffey, the new Health Secretary for
England and Deputy PM, is a “con-
scientious Catholic” according to the
Catholic Herald, who has opposed
abortion. Her appointment has been
strongly opposed by abortion rights
campaigners. Dr Coffey recently voted
against making DIY abortion perma-
nent in England and Wales, but has
also said that women’s rights to abor-
tion “are not going to change”.

Divorce

The new cabinet’s record on no-fault
divorce is nearly unanimous — most
supported it in 2020. The only oppo-
nent was Simon Clarke, the new Sec-
retary for Levelling Up.

Assisted suicide

On assisted suicide, 12 cabinet mem-
bers are pro-life, with seven having ab-
stained in previous votes, and two not
being in office when this was voted on.

Nadim Zahawi, the new Chancellor
of the Duchy of Lancaster (and brief-
ly Chancellor of the Exchequer under
Boris Johnson) has stoutly said that
“a woman is an adult human female”.
The others may think that they have
managed to duck the challenges, but
the reality is that the campaign to en-
force lying is not going to go away.

The Conservative Party
is the one mainstream political party
that has refused to adopt it. Kemi Bad-
enoch described it as “politically mo-
tivated”. Back in 2014, Tom Tugendhat
criticised the National Union of Stu-
dents for saying that criticism of Isis is
“Islamophobic”.

Penny Mordaunt was criticised last
year for having engaged with the Mus-
lim Council of Britain, against White-
hall policy since 2009 of “zero engage-
ment”. This was implemented after it
refused to sack its deputy leader, Daud
Abdullah, for endorsing a declaration
supporting Hamas which was under-
stood to call for violent attacks on
Jews, Israel and British troops.

Most new cabinet members have
been silent on ‘conversion therapy’
and the definition of Islamophobia
as rooted in racism. The problem is
these are fundamental attacks on free
speech and religious freedom, striking
at the heart of Christian and western
freedoms. Now that ministers have
been appointed, they cannot avoid
these issues.

® Buy dry food such as rice, pasta,
freeze-dried vegetables, tins etc.
Make sure purchased food has a
long expiry date.

® Have a good supply of toiletries
such as soap, toothpaste, tooth-
brushes and sanitary towels.

® Have a medicine box full of basics,
including plasters, bandages, par-
acetamol, children’s medicines,
creams and sterilising lotions.

® Purchase a wood-burning stove
if you can; you can cook on some
of them and have warmth if there
are power outages.

® Instead of storing hundreds of gal-
lons of water, try to buy a Berkey
water filter unit (available from
Amazon). They are expensive but
can purify river water and make
it safe to drink.

® Try to invest in some basic mini
solar panel solutions to enable
you to keep your mobile devices
charged. Communication will be
very important so you will need
to have your phone charged and
ready.

There is so much more I could say,
but this is a start. Try to buy a couple of
books on prepping and watch some You-
Tube videos on the subject, which you
may find helpful.

ically and with both a change in

Prime Minister and the passing
of the Queen, we could be in for very
tumultuous times over the coming
months.

The UK government has recently
put out an ominous £250,000,000 call
for tenders for ‘Operation Ration
Packs 2023’. This includes 24-hour ra-
tions and also ‘cold climate rations’
and ‘emergency survival rations’,
with the contract length proposed un-
til 2030!

Couple that with the astronomical
energy bill rises and proposed ener-
gy rations/planned blackouts, and it
seems we could be heading into pretty
austere times.

As a friend of mine says, “Be pre-
pared, not scared”.

We can still trust the Lord AND pre-
pare practically for lean times ahead
—it’s probably good and prudent to do
so and there are many biblical prece-
dents for this, such as in Proverbs and
Genesis, with the story of Joseph.

Being prepared internally (spirit,
heart, and mind) is a higher priority
than being prepared externally (prac-
tical provision) but both are of vital
importance.

Things are ramping up here polit-

For physical provision prep, think
‘EFF’ - Energy (and warmth), Food
(and water), Finances (and precious
metals, physical assets).

Here are some tips for preparing
now on three fronts:

Energy and warmth

If you have the funds, it would be
a very good idea to get a solar-pow-
ered generator and if so, I'd act soon
as the demand is increasing greatly;
supply could soon be short and pric-
es increased. Make sure it’s 1000Wh
or higher to power enough items at
home.

Stock up on basic candles, matches,
oil lanterns, rechargeable lights, wool-
len blankets and warm clothes. It’s also
worth getting an alcohol or wood-burn-
ing stove to cook with and generate
heat for your home too, if needs be.

Food and water

I highly recommend getting a good
water filter. The Big Berkey and Osmio

Zero are my preferred filters and will
give you clean, pure water. Also you
can use water butt water with a Ber-
key.

Have a few 25 litre jerry cans filled
with water at home too, for emergen-
cy, as well as a Life Straw personal
filter. Do have at least three months
of non-perishable and high nutrition
foods stored. A good rule of thumb is
“store what you eat and eat what you
store.”

Finances, precious metals
and physical assets

The ‘evolution’ towards digital cur-
rency is being pushed heavily by the
‘powers that be’ and this could pos-
sibly involve a large scale banking
collapse, or bank funds tied to digital
passports and social credit.

It is a good idea to draw out at least
£500 in cash and store it at home. If
you have any significant funds in your
bank, it may be very precarious at
this point in time, so consider buying

Stock up on candles, matches, oil

precious metals and other physical
assets — eg a camper, land, property
and other prepping items.

For example, Silver Britannia one
ounce coins are good to have because
at around £30 each, you can use them
to barter and purchase things with, if
necessary.

Schoolteacher Trevor Chad-
wick, dubbed the ‘Purbeck
Schindler’ as he hails from
the Purbeck region of Dorset,
helped Sir Nicholas Winton
rescue 669 youngsters from
Czechoslovakia ahead of World
War II. Mr Chadwick died in
1979 but his brave actions were
not revealed until the 1990s.

Palestinian ‘child
abuse’

Messianic leader Chuck Cohen
has referred to the indoctri-
nation of Palestinian children
with Jew-hatred as “nation-
wide child abuse”, adding that
since it is aimed at Israelis, the
world chooses to remain deaf,
dumb and blind to it.

No regret over
Munich massacre

® On a visit to Berlin, PA
leader Mahmoud Abbas
expressed no regret for the

ans over the years.

Eleven Israeli athletes
and a German police of-
ficer died after members of
the Black September group
took hostages at the Olym-
pic Village on 5 September,
1972.

Yet another election, threats
from abroad and at hpme — it’s
back to normal life in Israel

ur late and much-missed Queen

had been increasingly clear

about her faith and trust in Ye-
shua/Jesus, especially in her annual
Christmas Day broadcasts. Yet one
major disappointment, during all her
70 years of unstinting service to the
United Kingdom and the Common-
wealth, is that she never made a state
visit to the land of the Messiah’s birth,
ministry, death, resurrection, ascen-
sion, and eventual return.

Let us hope that King Charles ITI will
be allowed by the anti-Israel Arabists,
whose policies infest our nation’s For-
eign and Commonwealth Office like a
debilitating virus, to rectify that major
oversight of his beloved mother’s long
reign with a proper state visit.

Israeli elections

Meanwhile, in Israel, after the short

Campaigning is again underway for
Israel’s next general election on 1 No-
vember, its fifth in three years. All in-
dicators point to former Prime Minis-
ter, Benjamin Netanyahu of the Likud
Party, gaining the largest number of
seats in the next Knesset. But it is also
certain that he and his party will not
have enough members in the Knesset
to form a stable government, necessi-
tating a coalition.

Another major challenge for ‘Bibi’
is that, having metaphorically stabbed
so many of his potential political al-
lies in the back over the last couple of
decades, almost none of these small-
er party leaders will work with Likud
while he remains its leader.

Fomenting hatred

Israel’s ‘normality’ also means liv-
ing with concerns that a third Intifada
(uprising) is brewing among increas-
ingly radicalised Palestinian Arabs in
the disputed territories of Judea and
Samaria, which much of the world er-
roneously labels the “illegally occu-
pied West Bank”.

Israel’s security services now ac-
knowledge that Hamas, PIJ, and other
smaller Islamist terror groups have
essentially taken over control from the
totally corrupt and politically bank-
rupt Palestinian Authority in many of
Judea and Samaria’s towns and cities.

These terror groups are using every
available means to foment hatred of
Israel and Jews among the Arab pop-
ulation, especially the young, who are
increasingly disenchanted with their
PLO/PA leaders. Already this has

meant that the IDF (Israel Defence
Force) and other security agencies
are more actively involved in thwart-
ing the daily threats emanating from
Judea and Samaria.

Existential menace

The other ‘normality’ which Israel
currently endures is the existential
menace coming from the Iranian re-
gime; the mullahs in Tehran are still
pursuing their objective of obtaining
nuclear weapons.

In fact, the latest monitoring report
from the UN’s International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA), published on
7 September this year, admits that
Iran has already passed the “nuclear
threshold”, and has enough enriched
uranium to produce at least one nu-
clear explosive device!

To anyone with any common sense,
this surely begs the questions: Why
are these endless negotiations going
on in Vienna between the P5+1 (the
five permanent members of the UN
Security Council, plus Germany) and
the Iranian regime? And what is the
point of a resurrected nuclear deal to
slow Iran’s nuclear ambitions, when
this rogue nation has already passed
the point of no return with all things
nuclear?

Cold comfort

Some in Israel may take cold comfort
from recent but unconfirmed reports
from Washington DC that a final agree-
ment on this “new nuclear deal” may
have been put on the back burner un-
til after the USA’s mid-term elections
in November. Nevertheless, the Bid-
en administration — what many have
termed “Obama Mark 3” - appears
absolutely determined to pursue this
agreement at all costs, although Iran
has already breached it before it is
finalised. It will not stop Iran obtain-
ing a nuclear bomb capacity and the
agreement will release literally bil-
lions of dollars into the hands of the
world’s major terrorism-facilitating
regime!

In light of all this, Israel’s current
transition government leaders — who
have quite limited powers and author-
ity — have made it abundantly clear
to the P5+1 negotiators (especially to
the White House), as well as the Ira-
nian regime, that Israel will not stand
by and allow its greatest existential
human enemy to acquire weapons of
mass destruction.

This is what passes for ‘normality’
in Israel and its neighbourhood. But
none of this has taken the God of Is-
rael by surprise. In human time and
space, as well as behind the scenes, he
is working out his ultimate plan and
purpose. May we all be found on his
side of history as this continues to un-
fold in front of our eyes.

JEWISH BOY DISCOVERS HIS MESSIAH

by Charles Gardner

n innocent question
bout Jesus from a
primary school classmate
set a ten-year-old Jewish
hoy from London on the
road to discovering his

Messiah.

Gerry Cohen, now 63, looks back on
the monumental effect this has had on
his life, and why he is still passionate
about the need for fellow Jews to find
Jesus for themselves.

In an interview with Jane Moxon
for the CMJ (Church’s Ministry among
Jewish people) website, Gerry recalled
that time, 53 years ago, when his friend
Nigel asked him: “What’s Jesus when
you’re Jewish?”

He pondered much over the ques-
tion and it was while studying for his
bar-mitzvah (coming to the age of re-
sponsibility) a couple of years later, in

1971, that he recognised Jesus was the
long-promised Jewish Messiah.

Complain

It all happened in the Jesus Tent of a
local fair. On a chalkboard outside this
tent, Gerry noticed the use of the He-
brew word Shalom (meaning complete
peace and well-being) and went in to
complain!

He got talking with a man called Paul
Stone, which was itself strange as that
was the full name of his brother - their
family’s surname had been changed to
Stone in response to the anti-Semitism
that his father experienced in the East
End, directly after World War II.

“Paul explained that it was the lan-
guage of the Jews, from whom our Mes-
siah came, and told me all about Jesus,”
Gerry recalled. “I was just 12 and a half
years old. When Paul spoke of the need
for confession and forgiveness of sins,
I knew I had not honoured my parents,
that I had stolen, lied — I had not put

Reconciliation

But there was a high price to be paid.
After returning from a spell in the Army,
he was forced to choose between Jesus
and his family. He left home, trusting
God to be merciful. Thankfully, over
time, there has been reconciliation on
this front and he became a much-loved
teacher of Religious Studies in second-
ary schools, changing his name back to
Cohen in the meantime.

A new parliament

Great Britain is going to look very
different. The politics of Conservative,
Labour and Liberal will soon be mean-
ingless. The Spirit of God is tired of the
heinous laws that have been passed,
taking away the innocence of our chil-
dren in schools, and pushing things too
far with technology. This will not be per-
mitted to go where some think it will go.

This government as it stands will not
last. Parliament as we know it will col-
lapse on itself, but from the chaos will
come a new parliament, based on the
rule of law. It will not necessarily be
a Christian government, but there will
be many righteous people in it, people

of principle who put the needs of the
country first, instead of their own ca-
reer.

You have 20 years

But this is only for a season. This is
the message that God wants to tell his
Church: “You have 20 years.” We will
hit the golden age of the Church, where
churches will literally meet in football
stadiums because there will be no mon-
ey to play football any more.

To Church leaders, God would say,
“The growth is going to be beyond any-
thing you’'ve ever experienced.”

Because two-thirds of the UK Church
will soon cease to exist, the greater
pressure is upon that remaining one
third to cope with the growth.

The early Church started as a nice,
cosy prayer meeting of 120 people. Then
suddenly the Holy Spirit broke out and
they grew from 120 to 3,000 people,
and then a few weeks later, 5,000 more
people got saved (not including women
and children). There were 12 leaders
in a church of many thousands. God is
looking for leaders with gumption, who
are not lukewarm but who will pray and
seek his face.

Do not be afraid

Once God showed me a dream of a
huge [sea monster]. It looked so disgust-

ing that I felt violently ill. It had eight
tentacles and was symbolic of a perfect
storm. The Spirit of God asked, “Why
are you afraid of that?”

“Can’t you see what it’s doing?” I re-
plied. “It’s ripping our nation apart, lit-
erally killing people!”

And God repeated, “Why are you
afraid of it?”

It’s a commandment, not an option-
al extra: “Do not be afraid.” There will
be much sadness as we see many large
churches disappear over the next couple
of years, but God wants us to be brave.

House churches

God’s bride does not wrestle against
flesh and blood, but against powers in
heavenly places.

But underground churches can only last
for a little while until they are noticed
and come back above ground. House
churches will have to become bigger,
‘regular’ churches with leadership to
help them function.

New leaders

There is a financial famine and a
spiritual famine. God will raise up Jo-
sephs’ to help lead the Church through
the most difficult moment in modern
times. We will see batons passed from

FIVE EVANGELISTS DROWNED

uslim extremists drowned
Mﬁve church planters in

central Uganda’s Lake
Kyoga on 10 August.

According to Morning Star
News, the evangelists from End
Time Word Ministry church be-
gan preaching aboard a com-
mercial transport boat and Mus-
lims began to threaten them.

Survivor Amos Kyakulaga,
a church deacon acting as a
guide, said: “On our way, Tonny
Ankunda started preaching to
the people on the boat, which

resulted in a huge argument be-
tween Muslims and the mission-
aries concerning the sonship of
our Lord Jesus Christ.”

The evangelists refused to re-
nounce their faith, so the Mus-
lims pushed them off the boat,
which was 200m from shore, and
all five drowned. The boat’s pi-
lot did not intervene.

The police have contacted the
church and three suspects have
been identified.

slamic Fulani herdsmen
Ikilled six Christians in cen-

tral Nigeria on 1 September,
and the next day in the south-
west animists set a church on
fire while the people inside
were at prayer.

The herdsmen raided the vil-
lage of Umella in Benue state
and killed six Christians with
guns and machetes, according to
Morning Star News. Meanwhile,
animists burned down Cheru-
bim and Seraphim Church in
the Agbado area of Ogun state as
Christians were holding a night-
time prayer vigil, leaving many
injured. This followed another
attack by animists on 23 August
in the Oko Oba area of Lagos
state in the south-west, when
the Truth and Spirit Prophetic
Church was also holding a ser-
vice at night.

Locals said the tribal religion
leaders forbid Christians from
worshipping or even leaving
their homes when animists are
observing their religious rites.
But because one of the idol wor-
shippers died in the stampede
as the Christians tried to escape,
police arrested the pastor, Mercy
Okocha, and nine church mem-
bers while investigations contin-
ued.

Persecution in Nigeria has
historically mainly been in the
north and central belt but is
becoming more frequent in the
south.

The political
pro-abortionists in the USA
after the Supreme Court
overturned the infamous Roe v
Wade decision has intensified,
reports the American Centre
for Law and Justice (ACLJ).

The people of Chile have voted
against a new Constitution that
would have legalised a raft of
left-wing policies including
making abortion a ‘right’.

A majority of 62 per cent
voted against the Constitution
in the mandatory referendum
in September. Even though
the proposed Constitution
would have enshrined rights to
housing, education, retirement
benefits, internet, free legal
advice, sanitation and more,
voters realised that it also
promoted transgender ideology
and granted rights to animals
and the environment, as well
as promoting abortion.

TEACHER JAILED IN TRANSGENDER ROW

The plight of an Irish Christian
teacher jailed after refusing
to use transgender pronouns
has been highlighted in the
national media.

As the Daily Mail reported,
Enoch Burke was arrested in
September for breaching a
court order not to teach at or
attend his Westmeath school,
and was sent to Mountjoy
prison in Dublin for contempt
of court.

Christian news agency
LifeSiteNews reports that Mr
Burke refused to comply with
an injunction preventing him
from attending his workplace,
in protest at being placed on
leave for refusing to call a
transitioning boy ‘a girl’ and
not using the pronoun ‘they’.
Wilson’s Hospital secondary
school in Multyfarnham, Co
Westmeath - a Church of
Ireland school - sought law
enforcement help to remove
him when he kept turning up at
the school.

Mr Burke told the court he
was upholding the biological
reality of male and female
and that “my religious beliefs
are not misconduct”. He said:
“Transgenderism is against my
Christian belief. It is contrary
to the Secriptures, contrary
to the ethos of the Church of
Ireland and of my school... I
love my school, with its motto
Res Non Verba, ‘actions not
words’, but I am here today
because I said I would not
call a boy a girl.”

It was unclear how long his
jail term would last.

In contrast, a Christian
teacher suspended for refusing
to use transgender pronouns
was awarded $95,000 (£82,482)
in a religious freedom lawsuit
in Kansas, USA, in August.
Pamela Ricard sued the Geary
County School District after
she was suspended from her
school in April 2021. Ricard
said the school’s policy on

pronouns violated her
religious rights.
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As we have previously
reported, the ‘lab leak’ theory
for the origin of Covid-19 has
gained serious credibility
and there have been various
accusations of a cover-up.

origins, and says there is

strong evidence that the US

National Institutes of Health
and many scientists have been
preventing investigations
into the possibility that US-
supported research may have
caused the global pandemic.
The theory that ‘gain of
function’ virus research was
being carried out in China’s
BS4 (Bio-Safety 4 —the highest
level of bio-research security)
lab in Wuhan was advanced
in early 2020 by a scientist,
but the video was removed.

How one woman abandoned her career to
create a special place for restoration and

healing

ethany Turner is one of
the few who are seeing
their life’s dream come true.

Eight years ago the former mental
health social services worker bought
a five-acre smallholding in the New
Forest, where visitors can “heal and
recover.”

Project Manna supports adult
volunteers with mental health and
addiction issues, as well as partnering
with a local charity to support lone
parent families, who come for activity
days.

But it did not emerge overnight.
Bethany admits that the journey has
been “challenging and costly — and is by
no means complete”.

Dreams

Bethany had been a Christian when
she was young, but veered off-course as
a teenager, leading to “twelve years of
hedonistic living”.

By the age of 15, she had developed a
deep desire to help people, and made
her career in mental health services
social work. During her 15 years in
social work, ideas of helping people
find restoration in an outdoor setting
stayed with her, but she considered
them merely pipe dreams, thinking
it was simply an escape from work
constraints.

However, after her life “started to
fracture”, she gradually found her
way back to God. “Belatedly, 1 started
seeking his will for my life and he began
to show me that I had not manufactured

the dreams, but these were his purposes
for which he had created me.”

Tears

Confirmation of the vision came
during a conference, when a tearful lady
asked to pray for her. She then shared
words she felt God had placed on her
heart: “God has given you a vision and
he will fulfil his promises. He will bring
the people, the finance and the place.
Do not compromise the vision; instead
focus upon the vision in its fullness and
work backwards.”

These words proved a great
encouragement for the years of hard
work that lay ahead. “Convincing my
husband James, family and friends
that this long-held dream was worth
abandoning my career for; deferring
having children; selling up and putting
everything we had into a plot of land
miles away from where we lived,
was challenging,” she remembers.
“Sacrificing my professional identity
was humbling. I felt great unease when
giving lengthy answers to the question,
‘What do you do?’

“My answers were fumbling, as if I
needed an excuse for giving up a career.
My certainty in God’s purposes for my
life sounded unrealistic and foolish to
unbelievers when articulated.”

Provision

Eventually Bethany and James were
led to the right site, just outside the
town of Fordingbridge, despite it being
outside their chosen area and with no
on-site building. And after a year in
temporary accommodation, the couple
moved into a “barely habitable” derelict
house just a few miles away.

The first step was to erect fencing, but
they lacked the finances. After fervent
prayers for God’s provision, the council
gave them nearly enough fencing to
surround their Kkitchen garden and
within two weeks, family and friends
had donated £1,200 for fence posts.

“This was just the beginning of
God’s faithfulness to provide,” recalls
Bethany. “Having no big funders keeps
us relying on God for our daily needs.
He inspires some generous people, and
I have become a shameless Womble as
we benefit from our throw-away society.

“Earlier this year I put out a request
for unwanted tools. Within a couple
of weeks we had such a windfall that
we had to build a shed (from donated
pallets) to accommodate them!

“On another occasion I pursued an
advert for wood which had almost gone
by the time I reached the address.
However, after sharing our vision, we
ended up being given plants, a shed,

a greenhouse and a shelter for our
sheep!”

As well as over 100 fruit trees, James
and Bethany have chickens, bees and
a flock of tame sheep. In 2020, a £3,417
grant from the National Garden Scheme
enabled them to build raised garden
beds for wheelchair users.

Answered prayer

Bethany firmly believes in the power
of prayer: “We pray together with those
who want it, and seeing God answer
prayers is a witness to those who don’t
know him.”

One of their volunteers became
homeless before Christmas and had no
deposit to secure a room she had found to
rent. They prayed for several weeks, but
with no answer forthcoming, she had no
option but to pull out. Then the landlord
decided to waive the deposit! “This is just
one of many wonderful scenarios that we
have seen unfold as people dare to put
their lives in God’s hands.”

Seeing God at work is a constant
source of inspiration. “Relationships
developed at Manna have a depth which
enables people to open up, giving God
the opportunity to bring healing.”

Bethany told The Telegraph in
February: “Our lives so often don’t
involve the natural world. There’s such
joy to be found in planting seeds and
waiting with anticipation for signs of
life. The people we support have often
been bruised by life, but gardening can
stimulate a desire to nurture.”

Eternal perspective

A foundational verse to the project is
1 Samuel 2:8: “He raises the poor from
the dust and lifts the beggar from the
ash heap, to set them among princes and
make them inherit the throne of glory.”

Eight years into the project, Bethany
says her full vision sometimes feels
unattainable: “But I recognise God’s
timing is perfect; it is his work and he is
at work in us. I recognise my propensity
for being an achiever and fixer, as well
as focusing on the end goal instead of
what I am called to do today. Having
this vision burning in my heart has
shaped a more eternal perspective, and
continues to challenge where I place
my trust.

“These years have been costly, but
we are encouraged by lives changed as
God uses Creation and relationships at
Manna to bring hope and healing.”

A successful market stallholder who
drove a Rolls Royce, he had never read the
Bible. One day, when he was 51, his daugh-
ter rang: “Dad, I have met with Jesus.”

He felt he needed to find out what she
was into - after all, there were lots of
crackpots in the world! He visited church
with her and heard the preacher say that
if people had never received the gift of
the Holy Spirit (as described in Acts), they
should come forward to receive it.

“If there are gifts on offer, I want some
of them,” he thought. He went forward and
received far more than he bargained for.

What follows in the book is his story:
conversion, dealing with addiction, being
overwhelmed by his first Bible, followed
by a lifetime of service.

He gave up wheeler-dealing, moved into
a mobile home and found the Lord pro-

vide for him in the most amazing way. He
was asked to become an evangelist at the
Mayflower Centre (now renamed the River
Christian Church) in one of the most de-
prived areas of the East End. His gift of the
gab suddenly became useful as he shared
Jesus in the pubs and marketplaces of the
area.

The Lord Jesus not only changed him
but led him to a life of miracles and divine
encounters. Through the Prison Fellow-
ship International he visited prisons, even
travelling to the West Indies. He saw 66
prisoners come to Christ over two visits to
a prison in St Vincent. Then off to Guyana
and on to Africa.

He is now 82 years old, and still standing
in his calling. “I am a street pastor to an
unbelieving world,” he says.

While the book has not been subjected to
editorial corrections from an established
publisher, its authentic style is a breath of
fresh air.

This book comes alive at page 25. Sud-
denly the author begins to tell his story
with gripping honesty.

Dr Richard Pile describes his ear-
ly life and training as a medical doctor
and GP, his marriage and fathering four
children. He writes about one of his chil-
dren who has multiple fits; sometimes
the family have had to dial 999 because
their son stopped breathing. Richard or
his wife would sleep on the floor beside
his bed, listening, checking he was still
breathing. Gradually life ground him
down emotionally, mentally, physically
and spiritually. He faced burnout, and
even as a doctor didn’t know how to deal
with it.

For 37 years he had been a Christian.
The family were part of a loving church.
But he struggled when others stood up
in the church to announce answered
prayers, such as finding the right colour-
ed outfit when shopping, yet all the time,
their prayers for their son seemed to go
unanswered.

He writes: “Real life is messy and
complex. Becey (his wife) and I had big
questions to ask about whether God was
there, did he care (about our situation)?”

They had reached a crisis point. They
realised that, to survive as individuals,
and as a family, they had to start caring
properly for their own bodies. “As far as
I am concerned,” he writes, “this isn’'t a
Christian book. It is a book about wellbe-
ing and what it means to live a life that’s
fit for purpose; written by a Christian...”

Within the Church, the author has ob-
served a subtle “dualism” via an over-em-
phasis on the spiritual at the expense of
the physical, so the book deals with the
normal activities of life. It devotes chap-
ters to ensuring sufficient sleep, eating
the right food (including diets, or not!)
and developing proper eating patterns.

It talks about the importance of move-
ment, and of not beating yourself up if
you get it wrong. It examines the impact
of the coronavirus on our health.

In terms of mental health, Dr Pile
shows how loneliness creates hurt and
pain, and can lead to addictions and psy-
chological issues. There’s a great chap-
ter on “A renewed mind”.

To survive as individuals, they had

Dr Pile has no problem with those of
other faiths. But his conclusion is that
faith is vital for wellbeing. He shares
three points:

1. The more serious, genuinely held
and practised a religious commitment is,
the greater its effect on wellbeing.

2. Having a religious belief can give
your suffering meaning, and provide a
framework for coping with whatever life
throws at you.

3. Belief alone, without a personal
practice or participation, does not pro-
mote wellbeing, and may even reduce it.

This book’s practicality, and good ad-
vice, will be helpful to many.

RT Kendall is a remarkable author but I
have question marks about this book and
Dr Michael L Brown mentions some of its
controversial aspects in his foreword.

He tells us that we should never say
“God told me,” as this takes God’s name in
vain.

RT explains the purpose of the book by
talking about divorce and how sometimes
the children stay with the mother; other
times, they stay with the father.

There
are churches who love the Word, and those
who long for more of the Spirit.

He has stern words for today’s charismat-
ics, warning that many have no theology of
suffering, divine judgement, chastening or
disciplining; he quotes Scriptures such as
Hebrews 12:6, where the Lord talks about

chastening and rebuking those whom he
loves.

He calls the book’s early section “the
good, the bad and the ugly” and refers to
the failure of Donald Trump to be elected
for a second term as United States presi-
dent despite hundreds prophesying that
he would be.

He asserts that we should never say,

“Not one of them,” he declares, “saw that
Biden would be inaugurated.”

His own experiences of the prophetic in-
clude his introduction to the Kansas City
Prophets. He was so nervous the first time
that he met prophetic minister Bob Jones
that he began to quietly pray, ‘Jesus, cover
me with the blood.”

When they met, Bob Jones smiled at him
and continued: ‘Jesus, cover me with your
blood.”

“Oh dear,” RT thought, “This man knows
even my thoughts.”

Then the prophets prophesied of a great
revival in London in the 1990s. People got
excited. But it did not happen.

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Why the Rapture is NOT the second coming

James Smith preaches

I've read several contributions
to HEART on the doctrine of the
Rapture of the Church, some
concerning its timing and some
maligning its reality altogether.

One letter (‘No second
chance’, Feb/Mar) claimed that
the Rapture is built on a misun-
derstanding of 1 Thessalonians
4:17. This is not so.

The English phrase “caught
up” in verse 17 translates the
Greek word ‘harpazo’, which
means “to seize upon with
force” or “snatch up”. The Latin
translators of the Bible used the
word ‘rapturo’, the root of the
English term ‘rapture’.

Contrary to the letter writer’s
claim, Paul is not using imagery
taken from the practice of citi-
zens going out to greet visiting
VIPs in order to escort them
back to the city; visiting VIPs
were not “seized by force” or
“snatched up”!

At the Rapture, living believ-
ers will be “caught up” to join
the Lord in the air. Paul uses

the words “clouds” and “air”
to draw attention to multiple
examples of people having al-
ready been “caught up”, includ-
ing Enoch, Elijah, Philip, Paul,
John and of course Jesus at his
ascension. The descriptions of
all these events use the same
terminology as Paul.

This is a separate event to
the second coming of Christ to
earth. If the Rapture does not
exist, how could the Bride (the
Church) come with Jesus at his
return?

Jesus taught his disciples
about his return in the context
of the Jewish marriage cus-
tom, where the bridegroom re-
turns at the time of his father’s
choosing to claim his bride,
something generally lost on the
Gentile Church. Thus in 1 Thes-
salonians 4:15-18 (and 1 Corin-
thians 15:51-52), the Lord comes
for his Church and takes her to
his Father’s house (John 14:3).

However, at Christ’s second
coming with his saints, he de-

scends from heaven to set up
his Messianic Kingdom on earth
(Zechariah  14:45; Matthew
24:27-31).

Furthermore, the Rapture is
characterised as a “mystery” (1
Corinthians 15:51-54), that is, a
truth not revealed until its dis-
closure by the apostles (Colos-
sians 1:26), whereas the second
coming was predicted in the Old
Testament (Daniel 12:1-3; Zech-
ariah 12:10; 14:4).

In summary, the movement
of the believer at the Rapture
is from earth to heaven, where-
as at the second coming it is
clearly from heaven to earth.
At the Rapture the Lord comes
FOR his saints (1 Thessalonians
4:16), while at the second com-
ing he comes WITH his saints
(1 Thessalonians 3:13). And the
second coming then commences
Christ’s millennial kingdom on
earth.

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Banned for my biblical views

Recently I was banned from the
Nextdoor (sic) community web-
site for violating their guidelines.

Previously I had used the site
to good effect to counter recruit-
ment campaigns of spiritualists
and occultists.

The website probably took is-
sue with this comment of mine:

“First it was LGBT, now it’s LG-
BTQIA+: lesbian, gay, bisexual,
transgender, queer (or question-
ing), intersex, and asexual (or al-
lies). Will paedophilia, necrophil-
ia or kinky be added next? It’s the
rebirth of Sodom and Gomorrah.

“I once doubted the historicity
of Noah’s Ark. Professors Whit-
combe and Morris’s seminal book
‘The Genesis Flood’ put me right
on science, history and biblical
truth. Before the flood homosex-
ual marriages, all kinds of bestial
practices and human sacrifice
were rife, such that God regret-
ted creating humankind. Worse
still, fallen angels were fathering
babies.

“God sent a universal flood to
wipe out mankind, apart from
Noah and his family, to halt the
spiritual  degradation which
would have thwarted divine
plans to bring salvation to fallen
humankind though Jesus Christ.

“God covenanted he would not

judge the earth this way again. He
ratified the pledge with the prom-
ise of a rainbow, which the LGBT
movement ironically has appro-
priated. The Bible condones only
heterosexual relations within
marriage. LGBT practices are
contrary to Scripture. The choice
is ours, but in the next life we will
all have to give an account of our
lives to determine where we’ll
spend eternity.”

Nextdoor has acted against
freedom of expression, yet de-
bate underpins a true democracy.
In the past, LGBTQIA+ lobbyists
had the freedom to express their
views and seek legal legitimacy.
Now, they are going full pelt at
stopping biblical views on sexu-
ality.

I got a nil response locally
when I urged churches to set up
their own watchdogs to monitor
all forms of media and give a
Christian response, to establish
links with politicians and to com-
plain to embassies when persecu-
tion of believers occurs in their
countries.

Instead of bemoaning what’s
happening in the UK, Christians
must be more pro-active in coun-
tering the moral rot.

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“Missing link discovered!”

We’ve heard it so many times
thatit’sno wonder most people
believe we evolved from apes
or ape-like ancestors.

But if we examine these
claims more closely, and the
evidence they are based upon,
the whole theory begins to
look very shaky.

Even the experts can’t
agree about our supposed
evolutionary history and how
to arrange the various fossils
to make a family tree.

‘Piltdown Man’ was a hoax made
of a human skull and an ape’s jaw

have proved wrong. In 1912,
part of a skull and jawbone
were unearthed in a gravel
pit at the East Sussex village
of Piltdown. It was named
‘Piltdown Man’, and remained
in our supposed family tree
until 1953.

Then, a more detailed
examination of the fossils
revealed that an unknown
hoaxer — who probably wanted
to prove that we evolved from
apes — had planted a human
skull fragment and ape’s
jaw after filing the teeth and

colouring the bones to make
them look old, fooling both the
experts and the public for 41
years!

‘Nebraska Man’: from a

wild pig’s tooth
On 22 June 1922, The
Illustrated London News

published a two-page spread,
headed, “The earliest
man tracked by a tooth; an
‘astounding discovery’”. The
picture showed an ape-man
and his wife.

What was it based upon?
A single tooth, found in
Nebraska, USA. Said to possess
the characteristics of both apes
and humans, it was named

‘Nebraska Man’. Not long
afterwards, it was revealed
7 ’ /

‘Nebraska Man’ and his wife
were fabricated from a single
pig’s tooth

that the tooth belonged to a
peccary — a type of wild pig!

‘Ida’: just a lemur’s
fossil

In May 2009, the media
reported the discovery of a
“47-million-year-old”  fossil
primate nick-named ‘Ida’.
Norwegian scientist Dr Jgrn
Hurum, who bought it from a
private collector for £465,000,
said it was ‘“the closest
thing we can get to a direct
ancestor” and described the
discovery as “a dream come
true”.

Sir David Attenborough
said: “The link they would
have said up to now is missing
- well it’s no longer missing,”
and the BBC hastily arranged
a special documentary pre-
sented by Sir David.

Many scientists criticised
the media hype, since the
fossil resembled modern
lemurs, and less than six
months later it was admitted
that ‘Ida’ was just a lemur
after all, and no ancestor of
ours! Despite this, a special
website promoting ‘Ida’ has
still not been taken down.

When you next hear claims
that an “ape-man” has been
found, take it with a pinch of
salt. There is strong evidence
that the gulf between humans
and apes that we see today has
always existed.

The Bible tells us that
“God created man in his own
image” (Genesis 1:27), for a
relationship with him. We
are ‘“a little lower than the
heavenly beings” (Psalm 8:5),
not a little higher than the
apes!

There is no convincing
evidence to contradict this.
